Celebration of Ministry

We at CUMC are celebrating with Pastor
Haeran Kim her ordination into the
ministry 20 years ago. The event took
place in June 1988 in the large auditorium
on Northern lllinois University’s campus at
Annual Conference. Pastor Kim was one
of two Korean women ordained that day in
a group of 25-30 clergy. They were the
first Korean women to be ordained in the
Northern lllinois Conference. You are all
invited to help Haeran celebrate this
memorable occasion all year long, and
especially at a reception to be held in
Fellowship Hall following the 11 o’clock
services on November 2, 2008.

Haeran believes in peace and justice. These values took her on a mission trip to Japan following college. While
there she learned what it was like to be a part of a minority. The experience was part of her motivation to go into
the ministry.

Haeran believes in being available to others. This belief was the basis for her support and membership on the
Board of Directors for Korean American Women in Need , an organization formed in support of preventing
domestic violence. Haeran has served on this Board from its conception until the time when daughter Euen
joined her in family. Understanding the need for Korean women escaping homes with violence, to find a place
where they were understood (language), Haeran offered the extra rooms in her house as an underground shelter.
In 2005, at the KAN-WIN 15™ anniversary celebration, Haeran received the Hanul Award, which was given in
honor of her “endless compassion, commitment and support.”

Haeran was born in the northern part of Korea. She is from a family of 6 children, 3 boys and 3 girls (one
deceased). Her family moved to the southern part of Korea in the 1950’s and immigrated to the USA when she
was 18 years old. All but one sister (in California) now live in the greater Chicago area.

In 2001, Haeran traveled to China where she obtained a VISA to visit her father’s family in North Korea, an uncle
and cousins. She subsequently returned to China and then on to South Korea where she met her adoptive
daughter, Euen. Euen means connected in Korean, named for the connected path between her mother’s North
Korean family, China the only access and South Korea where she was born. Euen now attends 2" grade in
Naperville Monday — Friday, and Korean school on Saturdays. Yongkook Byun joined the family in 2004 when he
married Haeran and adopted Euen. Every part of life is precious, Haeran tells us, and even though the marriage
did not last, the friendship and partnership in parenting is a very special part of their lives.

Haeran tells us that she knows that her ordination was not just that of the Bishop’s hand; but through every day in
parish life she learns that life is precious, life is good. The ministry is experience through God’s grace. The
ministry is exciting. “God gives me strength every day.”

Every color of the
Rainbow Covenant is supported by gifts and presence. Many of us have been Volunteers in Mission. Our young
people have told us how their faith has been strengthened by mission trips. October is ‘Missions Month’ and we
are all invited to be part of World Mission support. Our Hunger Committee is always in vital mission.

Twin geysers in this Community ‘volcano’ are our Education Ministry and our Youth Ministry. These are our
Mission also—at home. To be sure, money that we give to the “operating fund” goes for salaries, utilities and
office supplies. But, the money we send to Africa also goes for salaries, utilities and office supplies. That's how
mission gets done. The children and young people will extend our mission to this community and, really to the
whole world. The magnificent programs in which they participate allow them to shape their ministry to the
salvation of the world. The Evangelism Committee opens up the pathways of our primary mission in creative
ways. Every Sunday, you can sign up to help with something. The information table is an Evangelism Table
initative.

Finance

September Finance Report

The Finance Committee is revising the Provisional Budget to provide a clearer picture of our Operating Budget for
the year 2008. This revision takes into account the Youth Director's salary and the Apportionment. The Youth
Director's salary was budgeted for the full year. However, he was not hired until August. So, the Salary and
Benefits line item can be reduced. The balance of our Apportionment is $54,400.

The Revised Income budget is $900,000. The Revised Expense budget is $941,000. In effect, we have a
$41,000 deficit budget, which now includes our full Apportionment.

The September numbers show a deficit of only $3,753, the best since the year 2002. This result is clearly the
result of contributions over and above our pledges and spending less that the budget. This is good news.

One more note of good news: We have sent $2,100 to the Conference as a payment on our Apportionment.

The Requests for Spending for the year 2009 will be sent to the various committees in a few days. Once again the
Finance Committee will be asking for careful spending for the balance of this year.

A Last Word on Apportionment
Recent articles in eTidings discussed how the budget of the Northern lllinois Conference was divided and
assigned to the various Districts. The Districts in turn divides their assigned amount to its member churches.
Our Aurora District does this by a formula devised by its Board of Stewards.
What will the Conference do with our $130,584 Apportionment?

$67,896 (52%) Mission and Evangelism — This part of the apportionment supports the mission and ministry of
local, conference and global United Methodist churches.

$26,292 (20%) Senior and Associate Pastoral Support  — This part of the apportionment supports the variety of
pastoral benefits and assistance provided to the pastors serving your local churches.

$36,396 (28%) Connectional Support — This part of the apportionment supports the denomination beyond the
local church and the administrative costs of the conference.
