Finance
Budget Update

The Finance Committee has revised the Provisional Budget to provide a clearer picture of our Operating Budget
for the year 2008. This revision takes into account the Youth Director's salary and the Apportionment. The Youth
Director's salary was budgeted for the full year. However, he was not hired until August. So, the Salary and
Benefits line item can be reduced by $27,600. The non-budgeted balance of our Apportionment is $54,400.

The Revised Income budget is $900,000. The Revised Expense budget is $941,000. This results in a $41,000
deficit budget, which now includes our full Apportionment. September showed a deficit of only $3,753, the best
since the year 2002. October shows a deficit of $8,901, also the best since before the year 2000.

Income for the Year to Date through October is $741,408 and the Expenses are $750,309. These good numbers
are the result of the expenses being about 4% less that the budget. However, for the months of September and
October the income has been about 1% less that the budget. For us to have a balanced budget for the year we
will need to have the income about 2% more that the pledged amount. This should not a big problem for this
congregation. All it would take is for our pledging units to contribute an extra $100.

Many thanks to all who have the contributed to this budget.

November is Ark Month

This is the month for our kids to tackle the huge job of filling an Ark

for Heifer Project. Sunday School classes are studying the various

Ark animals which will be shared with thirty needy families around the world. Students have been given banks
and during the month they will find jobs around the house that they can do to earn money to put in their Ark.
Those funds will go toward sheep, ducks, cows, llamas, bees, and all the other Ark animals. Banks will be
returned on November 30.

Obviously, the $5000 cost of an Ark would be an impossible goal for our kids alone. In December, our adults will
help by using the animals of Heifer Project to solve some of their gift-giving dilemmas. Since 1989, Community
UMC has contributed $145,500 to this honored charity. That means that we have significantly changed the lives
of 4,850 families. With everyone sharing, we will fill another Ark in 2008.

The most recent issue of the Telescope-Messenger, newsletter of the Center for EUB Heritage, features an article
by former Community UMC member Jarv Spreng. It is a four-page biographical summary of the life of his
grandfather, Bishop Samuel Spreng, who spent his retirement years in Naperville. The newsletter is available in
the church library.

Another recent newsletter, that of the United Methodist Historical Society, contains a story of the September,
2008 conference in Dayton, Ohio about the celebration of the 40 year history of the United Methodist Church and
the role former EUB churches, such as ours, in that history. Among the speakers were former Community UMC
member Jim Stein, who received a special award at the conference. Dr. Stein makes a periodic visit to Naperville
and often speaks at a session of the Couples Plus class. This newsletter, titled the Historian's Digest, is also
available in the church library.

Our library makes a special effort to act as a local repository of EUB and United Methodist heritage publications,
subscribing to several journals and newsletters in the field. Questions about this aspect of the library's programs
may be directed to Forrest Rice, church librarian, at any time.

Spiritual Growth and Social Witness

As Bonnie Valiant and | entered the newest member of DuPage United, St. Mary’s Parish of West Chicago, it was
apparent we had entered into a different space: head-sets were being distributed to the delegation of Hispanics
from that congregation to translate the proceedings. This was the fall delegate assembly of DuPage United.

The gathering of 150-175 persons was called to attention by the two co-chairs: Ms. Tabassum Haleem of the
Islamic Center of Naperville and Mr. Ivan Valladolid, of the St. Mary’s Parish. The meeting was fast-paced and
engaging. A roll call of the 22 member organizations was taken and represented some 7 communities in DuPage
County with some 17 others yet to be drawn into the orbit of the organization.

Stories of institutional development were told by representatives of Congregation Etz Chaim of Lombard, the
People’s Resource Center of Wheaton, and St. Mary’s Parish of West Chicago. Once again the ethnic and
religious diversity of those present was significant.

The highlight of the afternoon, for me, was the presence of Robert Schillerstrom, chairman of the DuPage County
Board. He had been present in 2006 to point out the impending budget deficit the County was facing and in
particular the likely consequences for Human Services Grants. In the intervening two years county officials, in
collaboration with DuPage United, and others were able to secure a sales tax increase from the State of Illinois
legislators to cover the impending shortfall. Schillerstrom indicated that he intends to not only match the
$750,000 grant level of previous years but to request that the county up that amount to a million dollars to reflect
the growing need for human services in the county in these difficult economic times.

If we “connect the dots” we will be made aware of Community Church’s own involvement with and financial
support of the People’s Resource Center, one of the member groups of DuPage United, and thus the
strengthening of its important programs in the county due at least in part to the commitment of the County Board
whose resolve was strengthened by the involvement of DuPage United. Let the people say, Amen!

Six or eight of us have been involved with this organization over the past two years and we will continue to invite
Community Church to become a sponsoring member.
