Worship Through Missions 

John Wesley’s inspiring words to “do all the good you can, in all the places you can, to all the people you can,” 
are being put into action through Second Mile Giving by Community United Methodist Church. 

Through April, the congregation has gifted $1,339.75 to Samaritan Interfaith, Naperville; $1,068 to HIV/AIDS 
Clinic, Kenya; $2,108.50 to UMCOR USA Domestic Relief; $1,630 to Katherine Manor, Naperville; $939 to the 
Peoples Resource  Center, Wheaton; $998 to UMCOR Darfur, Sudan; and $997.25 for support of our friends the 
Luhahis, missionaries in Kenya. 

CUMC’s Easter offering of $5,968 was distributed equally among Habitat for Humanity, Humboldt Park Social 
Services and its Interim Housing Program, and Haiti Children Project. 

Further, the congregation responded with financial donations and along with other area churches donated more 
than 800 pounds of health kit items designated for Haiti earthquake relief. A CUMC volunteer mission team 
delivered the health kit items to the Midwest Distribution Center in Chatham and in 1½ days assembled 794 
health kits.  An additional collection of items for health, layette and birthing kits was delivered in July. 

The CUMC Missions Committee appreciates these generous gifts as we and the congregation work to make a 
significant difference in the lives of God’s people… in every place we can… as often as we can.
