Pastor’'s Note

Be still and know that | am God... (Psalm 46.10)

This is one of my favorite passages in the Psalms, yet it is one that | have the hardest time in truly following.
Perhaps you do too.

| am a person who has an incredibly hard time just being still. As a child, the phrase “sit stilll” was heard echoing
through my family’s home and my childhood churches, for even as a child | struggled with just being still. My
family’s joke was that | didn’t even remain still while sleeping, for | was a horrific sleepwalker. | know many
colleagues and friends who can sit silently in prayer or meditation for hours at a time, or others who can simply sit
and read a book for hours on end. If you too are one of those people, | envy you.

We live in a society with distractions around us twenty-four hours a day, seven days a week. We never have to
be still or quiet if we don’t want to be. We can turn on an iPod, the TV, the computer, or other electronic device to
create enough sound to block anything we wish (either the external noise around us, or the internal “noise” within
us). When was the last time that you were still, the last time that you were alone with God and God'’s creation?

| had the wonderful opportunity to recently take part in an Adult Renewal Retreat with Outward Bound. For eight
days, | and ten other adults backpacked through the Rocky Mountains outside of Denver, Colorado. We woke
before dawn, brushed the frost off of our sleeping bags, and watched the sun rise over the mountains. Each day
was then spent walking through some of the most beautiful scenery | have ever experienced. We began to notice
things along our way — the sound of the brook flowing over the rocks, the birds singing a welcoming song as we
walked by their treetop homes, the remarkable blue of the cloudless sky, and the sun glistening off of the snow-
capped mountains. During one part of our time together, we participated in a 24-hour solo experience. Armed
with only our 65-pound backpacks (containing all of our utmost necessities) and a journal, we each spent time in
prayerful discernment and journaling in one of the most beautiful mountain valleys | have ever seen. Sitting by a
creek — in complete stillness for one of the few times in my life — | became deeply aware of the connectedness
that we have to nature and to one another. The creek that was flowing by me was the same creek that
generations before me had also gotten their drinking water from, and will be the same creek that will be there for
generations to come. God’s handiwork is amazing.

Summertime is a wonderful time to find some time to simply be still. God’s creation is in bloom with beautiful
flowers, the grass is thick and lush, and the sky is a beautiful blue. Our first challenge is to actually notice the
glory of God’s creation around us. For some, that might mean sitting motionless and observing, for others it might
mean taking a silent walk (turn off your iPods!). Look at the world around you, and wonder at the power of God
working in our midst in the natural world. Then say a prayer of thanksgiving to God for God’s glorious creation. In
the midst of your stillness, center yourself with God. Breathe. Try to listen to God'’s voice speaking to you in the
sound of the birds or the creek, calling you to new beginnings or to a more peaceful existence in the present.

In your stiliness, know that God is still God and that God will always be present with us. Listen for God'’s voice
calling to you this summer, then respond to that voice with humble and heartfelt joy and gratitude. Be still.

Evangelism

Evangelism and Our Guests

We've defined Evangelism as “sharing faith with others, particularly with those who are unchurched or
disconnected, and inviting them to follow Jesus Christ as Christian disciples.” Where does Evangelism fit into
today’s world of consumerism? We are all consumers of products and services. We constantly make mental
notes about our experiences when shopping and buying products and services. We may not even realize that we
are doing it. Impressions, good, bad, and lasting are made about our experiences. For example, will you dine a
second time at a restaurant that served bad food and overcharged you? Will you buy another car that has
constant repair problems? Will you stay at a hotel that has filthy bathrooms? We want to be WOWed when we
are acting as consumers. We want the provider to exceed our expectations. We expect perfection,
professionalism, consistency and most importantly, high value for what we've invested in either time or money.
We will no longer accept adequate; we want our expectations to be exceeded.

Now envision a visitor coming to our church on Sunday morning. They are church shopping; they are consumers.
They expect to be WOWed. Yes, that's what they expect when they shop. Their brains are churning; they are
nervous, anxious, questioning why they did this, should they turn around? Should they have slept in, since they
won'’t know anyone there. Will they ask us to join? Will they want money? The list goes on and on.

Are we ready every Sunday for our visitors? First, let's change our terminology going forward. Visitors, church
shoppers, the unchurched, new attendees are now our guests . What's the difference? Think of your own home.
A visitor shows up at your door and rings the door bell. How will you respond? You may check the driveway for a
familiar car. You may look out the window. If you are not expecting anyone, you may ignore it. If you answer the
door, you might say “good to see you,” all the while thinking “what are you doing here?” You might invite them in,
or say that you are busy right now, could you come back later. If you invite them in, you might offer them a snack,
something to drink. You may not even offer them a chair; if you do, they might get too comfortable and stay
longer. You would have some casual conversation, but it is strained, since you weren'’t expecting them and
you're still thinking about what you were doing when they arrived. You can't wait for them to leave. You say
“good night” and send them on their way. And you're thinking, “I can't believe | answered the door.”

Now change the scenario. A guest arrives at your home. In advance of their arrival, you have cleaned the
house, mowed the grass, made lemonade, have dinner ready, just in case, etc. You are expecting them and you
greet them in the driveway with an enthusiastic “hello” and a handshake or hug. You invite them into your house
and offer them a seat. You move to the patio where you serve the lemonade and some snacks. The lively
conversation continues and the afternoon becomes early evening. You ask the guests to stay for dinner and the
conversation continues. Before long, its getting late and you offer the guest to stay overnight (the bedroom was
prepared in advance.) The guest accepts. The next morning breakfast is served. You walk the guest to their car
and say, “we had a great time, please come again.” When they leave you say, “What a great visit.”

To summarize, visitors are often unwanted; guests are expected. Visitors just show up; guests are invited.
Visitors are expected to leave; guests are expected to stay. Visitors show up once; guests return. Statistically,
75% of our guests (formerly visitors) were personally invited...by you. 80-90% of the “unchurched” said they
would attend church if asked. Invite and Share; that's Evangelism.

Our purpose is to make disciples of Jesus Christ to transform the world. Jesus says, “| was a stranger and you
welcomed me." (Mathew 25:35) and "just as you did it to one of the least of these who are members of my family,
you did it to me." (Mathew 25:40)

Let's make God's house a welcoming house. Invite a guest to church this Sunday, every Sunday.
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Hearing Committee

Apportionment Information, Part One: Connected to Transform

$137,488 is a lot of money! That amount is the apportionment given to Community United Methodist Church for
2010. WHY were we assigned this amount? HOW was this amount determined? For WHAT will the money be
used? WILL we be able to pay our apportionment? The answers to these questions will be forthcoming in a series
of articles appearing in e-Tidings. Today’s article will concentrate on the first question: WHY were we assigned
this amount of money?

Community United Methodist Church is part of the United Methodist Church. We (Community UMC) have our own
pastors, our own staff, our own building, budget, program, ministries, etc. Community supports countless
ministries and spiritual programs starting within the walls of our own church; and extends that support into our
neighborhood, across our state, around our nation, and throughout the world. Community UMC has a great
history of giving to others.

However, as a single church, our reach is limited. Thus, the United Methodist Church is a connectional church.
All United Methodist churches are given an apportionment. Therefore, we (Community UMC ) join with other
United Methodist churches so that WE (churches connected together) can help each other be more effective in
our mission and ministry. The first step in Community’s connectional organization is the Aurora District. The
Aurora District includes the United Methodist churches surrounding the Naperville area— Aurora, Geneva,
Frankfort, Hinsdale, Downers Grove Joliet, Kaneville, etc. Over 60 churches make up the Aurora District! Can the
churches of the Aurora District do more than just Community Church? Of course WE can!!
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The next step in Community UMC'’s connection is as follows: The Aurora District is part of the Northern Illinois
Conference . (Remember the annual conference report given in church a few weeks ago and also posted in
e-Tidings?) Other districts in the Northern lllinois Conference include the Elgin, Rockford, DeKalb, Chicago
Northwestern, and Chicago Southern Districts. There are about 300 United Methodist churches working together
in mission in the Northern lllinois Conference. Can WE do more than just one church? Of course WE can!

Conferences across the United States get grouped together into jurisdictions. Our Northern lllinois Conference is
in the North Central Jurisdiction . The North Central Jurisdiction is made up of United Methodist churches from
North and South Dakota, Minnesota, lowa, Wisconsin, lllinois, Indiana, and Ohio. Can WE do more than just one
church? Of course WE can.

Finally, the jurisdictions of the United Methodist Church are grouped into a general conference. Community UMC
is a member of the Annual Conference of the United States of America. Outside the United States, United
Methodist churches around the world are grouped into Central Conferences. These are the Africa, Central and
Southern Europe, Congo, Germany, Northern Europe, Philippines, and West Africa Central Conferences.
Together WE make up the global church of United Methodists. Together WE can make disciples of Jesus Christ
for the transformation of the world.
