Pastor’s Note  
 
Throughout the book of Acts we can draw the idea that when the Holy Spirit moves in you, you had better get up and go.  
You will be able to do what you never knew was in you.    
On Pentecost, the Spirit that moved Jesus’ disciples produced a miracle of communication. 
Throughout the gift of the spirit, suddenly the disciple knew how to tell people what they had experienced, how to tell the 
story of Jesus to strangers. 
What makes their ability all the more amazing is that the strangers heard the story in their own languages. 
Now on that Pentecost day, they each heard in their own tongue, their first language, the language which their mothers 
sang to them when they were in the cradle. 
The Holy Spirit made it possible for every person there to hear the message of salvation without having translated it 
internally. 
Jesus came from God to be one of us, to communicate God’s love in the form of another human being. 
The Holy Spirit empowered the disciples to speak to people on Pentecost in their native languages, the form they could 
best understand. 
Our task today is to share the gospel in multiple cultures; in the form they can best understand the language of their 
hearts. 
Some learn better through the language of art, some learn better through the language of music, some through games 
and some drama. We also use different languages to communicate the message of God during our church life. We sing 
songs and pray in silence.  We decorate with different kinds of art and we present the gospel with skits and liturgical 
dance. 
When the Holy Spirit moves in us, we will be able to communicate in ways we never knew.  Let us open our hearts. The 
Spirit already has started to stir! - - - Haeran Kim

Youth Director Search Update  
 

Library News - by Forrest Rice 
 
Rev. Tom Babler called me last week to ask about the history of our church newspaper, Tidings.  Many of you are 
aware that soon Tidings will adopt an electronic format, though print versions still will be available.  According to 
our archival index, Box 27 contains Tidings issues from 1953 to 1955, and sure enough, after almost dropping a 
heavy box on my head, I unearthed them in our church “vault” or storage closet. 
Originally, the newsletter was titled “First Church Tidings,” and the inaugural issue was produced in March, 1953.  
I suspect the idea of a newspaper was promoted by pastor Paul Washburn, who arrived at the church in the 
summer of 1952.  If anyone knows more about the paper’s origins, please let me know. 
The first publisher was the church Publicity Committee, and the first editors were Mr. and Mrs. Joe Stoos, 
sponsors of the Young Adult Group, who enlisted the assistance of a half dozen young adults to type and 
mimeograph the paper.  The purpose of the paper was “to keep you informed of church activities and community 
affairs.”  It was also intended “to honor those individuals who perform outstanding” tasks for the church. 
The first issue was the size of our current church bulletin and contained 8 pages.  The page one story was the 
upcoming Holy Week activities, which included services every evening that week beginning at 7:45pm and a 
Good Friday service from 12 noon to 3pm. 
Rev. Washburn called on the congregation to fast from the conclusion of the Maundy Thursday service through 
the end of the Good Friday ceremonies.   
Interior pages featured articles on the Women’s Society, the Men’s Lenten Breakfast series of services, which 
attracted 40-60 men every Wednesday during Lent for a meal and devotions, and young men serving in Korea. 
One feature I liked was a full page tribute to Muriel Klass, who was described as “our talented parish worker.”  I’m 
not sure what this meant, but the idea of a monthly tribute to those who labor mightily, and quietly, in the church 
vineyards, people like Nancy Abernathy, Elmer Schirmer, Rich Fleming, Gertie Brown, and Bette Barkdoll-to 
suggest a few-seems very appropriate to me.  Perhaps that can be a feature of the “New Tidings.” 
Finally, just to prove that little is really new at CUMC, Rev. Washburn called on the congregation to raise an extra 
$1500 between Easter and the end of  the church’s fiscal year in June in order to avoid a deficit!  Where have we 
heard that before?                       Happy Reading. 
 
 

Rethinking the E-Word  (“Evangelism”)  - Lynn Pries 
 
At the request of Judy Burton, Chairperson of the Evangelism Committee, I was asked to write the following 
article for the Tidings. At a recent meeting of that committee, several people expressed their desire to find another 
word for “evangelism.”  Some felt the word has been tainted by the scandals involving TV “evangelists.”   Others 
felt that “evangelism” describes churches that aggressively invite people to their churches and think their church is 
the only way to salvation.  Still others felt that the “E-word” has been frequently used to describe politically 
conservative Christians.  These members of Community United Methodist Church feel that these understandings 
of the word, “evangelical,” do not describe our church.   
This discussion resonates deeply with me.  I have struggled to understand the word “evangelism” personally.  
Early in my ministry, I entered an academic program to study evangelism and earn a Doctor Ministry degree at 
Garrett-Evangelical Seminary, in Evanston, Illinois.  Evangelism was a part of my early church experience. I grew 
up in an Evangelical United Brethren Church in Minnesota and attended a week of church camp every year.  The 
senior high church camp consisted of Bible study, small groups, swimming, and an evening evangelistic service 
that was designed to move the youth to a first commitment or a deeper commitment to follow Jesus as Lord and 
Savior.   Every evening, the service ended with an altar call to come to the front and make that commitment.  In 
those experiences, I discerned a call to ordained ministry.   
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Over many years, I have seen that the definition of the word “evangelism” shifting to perceptions that members of 
our Evangelism Committee shared.  
In my academic study, I discovered that the word “evangelist” has been used to describe the four Gospel writers 
and traveling circuit riders who founded thousands of United Methodist churches.  In decades prior to the Civil 
War, Charles Finney and other  anti-slavery “evangelists” traveled throughout our nation preaching in evangelical 
worship services that demanded that those who had just accepted Jesus as Savior free their slaves.    
I think it is time to reclaim the words, “evangelism,” “evangelical,” and “evangelist.”   I think we need to 
enthusiastically share our faith and feel comfortable in inviting people to our church.  Many United Methodist 
Church throughout our nation are declining in worship attendance and in the participation of young adults.   
Did you know that the word “evangelical” means bringing a message of good news?   The origin of the word 
evangelism is from the Greek language that was used by the inspired writers of the New Testament.  The word 
“evangelism” comes the Greek words, “Ev” meaning “good” and “angelion” indicating communicating a message.  
From the same origin come the English words angel (messenger) and Gospel (good news).   Evangelism means 
telling good news.  Since Christians understand that the meaning of the word, “Gospel” is “good news,” 
evangelism also means communicating the Gospel.  Remember that the word “angel” is inside the word “ev angel 
ism.”   
I think we need to reclaim the meaning of evangelism.  Our church needs members who feel comfortable in 
sharing their faith and inviting people to church.  When we allow “evangelism” to be defined by its use in the 
media, our Christian witness is diminished.  People searching for meaning and purpose are not invited to our 
church and to becoming a disciple of Jesus Christ.   
We may need a little help in understanding how to share our faith.  Your Evangelism Committee will be working 

on ways to help us recover this word and encourage us to invite people to our church����

Senior Service News  
At Community United  Methodist Church we are intentional in our ministry to the elderly. Aspects of that ministry 
are our special Senior worship/fellowship services for our congregational members and for residents of several 
community Assisted Living Homes, and a monthly service for those with dementia, our Reminiscence Service. 
By this Fall we will have held the special Senior Services for three years. Each month the Reminiscence Service 
is held on the second Tuesday from 10:30 a.m.- 
11:15 a.m. We were initially asked by the staff of the Sunrise Homes in Naperville to provide a monthly service for 
their residents who have been diagnosed with Alzheimer’s. They asked that the service embody a sensory 
experience for the residents. We have provided a service with meditative organ music, candlelight, and the beauty 
of our stained-glass windows with their beautiful artwork. The service is also a worship service, with Scripture, a 
meditation, and hymn singing for all. 
Church member Kim Johnson has graciously volunteered as organist, for the service since January, 2006. She 
shares her outstanding gift of music with her organ music, and her lovely voice.

Our goal is to 
have one volunteer per resident, so we encourage members to join us for a service and help the residents enjoy 
their caring as they worship with the residents.. Helping even once or twice a year is warmly appreciated! 
The Senior Services for those in Assisted Living and congregational members is held the third Wednesday each 
month. The next service is May 21, 9:30 - 11:00 a.m. The worship services, the friendships formed with the 
residents, plus the fellowship with other members have been a source of growth and joyful worship to all 
participants.
